Every two years the General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church (USA) meets to address and discern the business of the Church and denomination. This year’s Assembly began on June 22nd with remote and online committee meetings as commissioners debated matters of business for the Assembly to address as a whole. Eleven committees will handle overtures from across the denomination and make recommendations to the Assembly for its consideration. 
 
The final item of business before the Assembly will be electing new Co-Moderators who will be the face of the denomination for the coming two years. There are four candidate teams standing to be elected as Co-Moderators of the PCUSA; among them is our former Associate Pastor Kris Schondelmeyer.
 
Pastor Ruth is on study leave to attend the General Assembly in Milwaukee and to bear witness to the work of God’s Holy Spirit as business is addressed and discernment is practiced. Plenary sessions begin this afternoon and run through the day on Thursday. Please keep the proceedings of this year’s General Assembly in your prayers. 
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
